June 18th – 21st 2026 

The Table of the Chesapeake Bay invites all Brothers and Mates – NaƟonal and InternaƟonal- to 
aƩend the 2026 Norfolk Virginia Zafarrancho and annual U.S. Captains’ MeeƟng. 

This Zaf will be held in conjuncƟon with the annual Harborfest celebraƟon and Sail 250 which 
will celebrate the 250th anniversary of The United States.  This is a milestone occasion where a 
fleet of the world’s most magnificent tall 
ships as well as many Military vessels will 
come together in an epic peaceƟme 
gathering.   This event will include more 
than 60 ships from 20 naƟons.   

Events to Include: 
 Friday Morning RaŌ-up to watch the Parade of 

Sail aboard the Boats of the Brotherhood. 
 A Friday Evening drone show. 
 A series of live concerts that will take place in 

Town Point Park. 
 Annual Captains MeeƟng Saturday Morning. 
 Saturday Night dinner in full BaƩle Dress followed by Fireworks over the river. 
 A Sunday Morning sendoff Breakfast. 
 Hospitality suite with open bar Thursday Evening through Saturday Evening. 



 

Just to name a few of the tall ships that are scheduled to be part of this celebraƟon. 

S/V ESMERALDA from Chile, she is a 379’, four masted BarquenƟne commissioned in 

1953 and is used as a training vessel for the Chilean Navy. 

S/V GLORIA from Colombia, she is a 249’ three masted Barque commissioned in 1968 

and is used as a training vessel for Colombian Naval Cadets. 

S/V PICTON CASTEL from Cook Island, she is a 179’ Barque built as a Welsh fishing 

trawler and then served as a BriƟsh minesweeper during WWII. 

S/V GUAYAS from Ecuador, she is a 257’ three masted Barque commissioned in 1977 

and is used as a training vessel for Ecuadorian Naval Cadets. 

S/V EAGLE from the United States, she is a 295’ three masted Bargue, part of the USCG.  

She was commissioned in 1936 in Germany.  She is now used as a training vessel for the United 
States Coast Guard. 

S/V MIRCEA from Romania, she is a 269’ three masted Barque commissioned in 1938 and 

is a sister ship of the USCG EAGLE. 

S/V BAP UNION from Peru, she is a 378’ four masted Barque commissioned in 2012 and 

is used as a training vessel for cadets from the Peruvian navy. 

S/V GORCH FOCK from Germany, she is a 293’ three masted Barque commissioned in 

1968 and is part of the German Navy used for training naval cadets. 

S/V CAPTIÁN MIRANDA from Uruguay, she is a 198’ three masted Schooner 

commissioned in 1930 and used as a geographical survey ship unƟl being converted into a naval 
cadet training vessel. 

   



AccommodaƟon will be made available at the Waterside MarrioƩ Hotel which is located in 
downtown Norfolk close to the Harborfest and Zaf events.  The Table of the Chesapeake Bay has 
reserved a block of rooms for the Zafarrancho and the MarrioƩ will serve as the center for all 
acƟviƟes. Some addiƟonal lodging could be available in the homes of the local Brothers or on 
their boats.  The Hotel rates are $225.00/night and must be made separately from the Zaf 
registraƟon.
